Participants: 38 participants from 32 different organizations (More than half have Consultative Status with ECOSOC)
Questions
· How can we strengthen the relations with the UN and NGOs?

· What we want to strengthen, deepen expand?

· How can we achieve that?
Recognized issues
· Entrance/participation to the official meetings
· Dilemma exists in CSOs participation in government delegation as the chances to express opinions are limited

· Language barriers are one of the major problem for Asian CSOs to participate in international process

· Accreditation: the accreditation mechanism is itself problematic sometimes, because it may exclude some independent human rights organizations.

Recommendations

· Implement more opportunity with the UN regional offices and intergovernmental organization in order to reflect our voice to International level

· Prioritizing on the regional issues is necessary 

· We need to harmonies the voices of outside (movements) and inside (lobbying) among the CSOs.

· UN is only one platform for CSOs to participate in international affairs.  CSOs should strive to develop both institutionalized and non-institutionalized platforms to ensure that their voices are being heard.
· Participation in implementation process is the most important as compared to the UN large Conferences or Summits

· General support for trust fund, however, transparency and independence of the organization have to be promoted and protected

· Regional mechanism is necessary to promote relationship between the UN and NGOs so that NGOs have more accessible ways to contribute and participate
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
