· Call upon the United Nations and its Member states: to work towards including a disability perspective in the Millenium+5 

· We call upon CSOs within the forum: to be in solidarity with People with Disabilities and to actively support advocacy of the rights of people with disabilities 

· Goal 2 

To all governments in Asia: We believe that education system still re-enforces the exclusion of people with disabilities, therefore education reform is essential to promote inclusion and to empower people with disabilities

· Goal 3

To all governments in Asia: We believe that particular attention should be given to the needs of women with disabilities and to empowering women with disabilities

· Goal 5

To all governments in Asia: We note that work towards improving maternal health is also work toward preventing and reducing the severuty of disability

To all governments in Asia: We believe that monitoring of HIV-AIDs and other deceases should include the collection of data about their incidence amongst people with disability and in particular look at the vulnerability of children wit disability and women with disability
