Background
We received word from the Rio+10 Project Secretariat early November that the DANIDA Board has finally approved our proposal for the SUSTAINABILITY WATCH. As a follow up to the Rio+10 Project which we jointly implemented in 2001-2003, the Sustainability Watch will focus on mobilizing civil society from about 16 southern countries in Asia, Latin America and Africa to monitor and lobby their respective governments on their commitments in the 2002 World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) by using the UN Millennium Development Goals (MDG) 1, 7 and 8 as key anchors.
As we prepare for the start of Sustainability Watch in your respective countries, we would like to take this opportunity that we are all in Bangkok for various meetings to update ourselves on the Sustainability Watch efforts of each country network and agree on immediate tasks that we need to do to prepare ourselves for the Sustainability Watch.
