CONGO Working Group on Asia is currently seeking nominations of representatives from civil society organizations in Asia and the Pacific to attend the regional preparatory meeting for the 6th GCSF in Nairobi, Kenya, tentatively Feb. 19 to 20, 2005. 

Through an agreement with the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) Regional Office for Asia and the Pacific based in Bangkok, CONGO is able to provide financial support for travel and board & lodging for civil society representatives with an interest in environmental and sustainable development. 

The meeting is organized in connection with the 2nd Asian Civil Society Forum (ACSF) that will take place at UN Conference Center, Bangkok from Nov. 22 to 25, 2004.  Therefore, selected participants will be required to participate in both the regional preparatory meeting and the ACSF.  The brochure/information note, tentative program and Newsletter No 1 of ACSF 2004 are attached. 
Main agenda of the regional preparatory meeting (Nov. 20-21) is to discuss the cooperation between civil society organizations and UNEP, in particular, how civil society organizations can make better use of various UN mechanisms dealing with environmental and sustainable development issues (capacity-building), and to prepare a regional statement for the UNEP’s 6GCSF in Feb. 2005. 

Selection will be made according to the following criteria; 

i) a balance of geographic and sectoral representation
ii) degree of familiarity with inter-governmental processes and policy-level issues on the GCSF agenda (particularly energy, transport, air pollution, climate change and industry, technology transfer, capacity building and International Environmental Governance) and 

iii) constituency reach of the representative (i.e. umbrella groups preferred).

Final selections will be made by CONGO Working Group on Asia in consultation with the five sub-regional focal points of civil society organizations working with UNEP Regional Office for Asia and the Pacific, based on the criteria above and the available funding.  About 30 participants including Thailand are expected to be provided with financial support to attend the both regional preparatory meeting and ACSF 2004.
