  In April this year, the UN Commission on Human Rights adopted a resolution on the follow up to the UN Decade for Human Rights Education. The draft Plan of Action of the World Programme has already been submitted to the UN General Assembly. It is known that numerous NGOs around the world engaged in human rights education contributed to make it happen, in order to maintain and further develop a global framework to assist national implementation of human rights education. 
  The General Assembly dedicates 10 December this year to review achievements and shortcomings of the UN Decade and consider future possible action to follow up the decade. At this occasion, the General Assembly is expected to proclaim the World Programme and adopt the draft Plan of Action on the day. 

  The draft Plan of Action is purported to indicated as concretely as possible actions necessary to set up a national plan of action in each country to which NGOs contribution is highly expected.  

  The first phase (2005-2007) of the World Programme is focusing on human rights education in primary and secondary school systems.
